Responsibilities of Head Coaches and Athletic Assistants
The following duties are the professional responsibilities of the Coaches and Athletic Assistants for each sport.  The HEAD COACH is responsible to make sure that all of these responsibilities are taken care of on a daily basis.  Mr. Lazo, AP over Athletics will initially deal with any non-compliance issues by addressing the HEAD COACH.  If corrective measures are not made regarding non-compliance issues, the HEAD COACH and/or other members of the coaching staff may face disciplinary measures—suspension from game(s)/practice(s) and/or termination:

ACADEMICS: Keep athletes academically eligible at all times  
1. Have each athlete turn in to you weekly progress report

2. Do not allow any student with less than a 2.0 GPA to practice or participate in a contest

3. Send students with less than 2.0 GPA to the Athletic Academic Advisor-Nardy Samuels 

4. Be aware and address any issues regarding poor attendance (absences and tardies)
5. Be aware and address any issues regarding discipline (referrals from teachers and deans)

SUPERVISION: Supervise your athletes at all times  
1. Before and after practice and contests

2. In the locker room (do not unlock door and walk away)

3. In the Weight Room and Fitness Room

4. On the bus

5. At away games—do not let teams not playing walk around visiting campus

6. Monitor and correct inappropriate behavior and language of athletes

LEGAL DUTIES REGARDING LIABILITY
1. Proper Planning and Instruction

2. Qualified Supervision

3. Assessed Readiness of Athletes (Completed Health Histories and Physicals)
4. Safe Environment and Conditions AND Appropriate and Safe Equipment

5. Proper Matching of Athletes

6. Proper Conditioning and Sport Specific Warm-Up Activities

7. Verification of Insurance Coverage

8. Proper Emergency Care and Emergency Response Plan

9. Proper Transportation

10. Selection, Training, and Supervision of Coaches

11. Adherence to the Coaches Code of Conduct—esp. regarding Appropriate Behavior and Language

12. Proper behavior of Parents and Fans
INCIDENT REPSONSE AND REPORTING: Use the appropriate form immediately after incident occurs
1. Assess safety of athletes and others around incident

2. Provide appropriate care for injury

3. Call 911 if needed

4. Contact Parent

5. Have Emergency Card ready for First Responder

6. If Parent is not available and transportation via Rescue Ambulance is required, a coach or athletic assistant must travel to assigned hospital and stay there until parent or guardian arrives.
