       Eligibility Criteria for Awarding Varsity Letters to Athletes

Sport :   Softball
*** The following criteria must be met in order for a Varsity athlete on the Softball team to be awarded a letter for their participation in this sport. Criteria are a combination of the CIF Orange Book requirements and the school site criteria as determined by the Hamilton Varsity Club, Coaches and Administration.

Requirements for receiving a Letter Award :

     1.   Athlete must be listed as a Varsity player on the CIF Eligibility Roster
2.  2.5 GPA or higher on the Spring 10-Week report card
3.  Athlete must maintain eligibility throughout the entire season
4. Athlete must have purchased a YAC before they can receive the actual Hamilton block “H” (which can be sewn on any Hamilton approved jacket or sweater they purchase). If the athlete has not purchased a YAC, they are only eligible to receive the paper letter certificate.
5. Athlete must have participated in required team fundraising events.

6. The athlete must play in 50% of the total innings of league games.
               *** Exceptions :   Pitchers and Catchers must participate in at least

                                           nine innings of league play.

Coaches must submit a list of their Varsity athletes who meet this criteria. The Athletic Director will confirm the selections and give the coach the Hami “H” to give to their athletes at the team’s award banquet.
